Entries will represent the entire length of the text

Entries will be completed in the journal preferably in blue or black ink.

Label each entry including the type of entry and the range of pages read (where
appropriate).

Expected length of a jonal entry is one page.

Options for Entries:

Write a character sketch of any character. Incorporate quotations that represent the
breadth of the text. Consider how that character sees him or herself, how others see that
character.

Write two entries baseoh quotes from the text. Write down a chunky quote (5 lines or
more use an ellipses), page number, and interpret and analyze. DO NOT summarize.
Assume the reader knows the story. Instead, analyze and critique the text; react to the
story and the autm®s intent. (note: this is counted as one journal entry)

Compose a personal response to a whole chapter. A personal response might relate to
your life: people you know, events witnessed, travels, or personal journeys.

Make a photocopy of a page from thkkende text and circle 10 key words. Write about

the circled words and how the language contributes to the tone (authorOs emotive voice),
mood or authorOs style.

Take a scene from the text andwete it from a different characterOs perspective.
Commenton (at least seven) soebnltural aspects (ceremonies, actions, beliefs, sayings)
that differ from mainstream life in the United States. Compare and contrast these aspects
noting the similarities and differences.

Select the single most important paeg@r or sentence in the text and write
your defense of that choice.

Create a thoughtful piece of art that portrays your vision of a scene in the
story. Examples from past projects: acrylic painting, watercolor painting
chalk pastel, colored pencil illirations, collage images, photographic
collage, quilted art piece with fabric. Show off and use your
imagination.

Review your journal entries and reflect on the novel as a whole.
Avoid a Othumbs upO or Othumbs down,O but thoughtfully comfrerrlg
on the textstate what you learned, critique from a literary perspective.
